


STEWARDSHIP

This is a stewardship parish. This section
explains what we mean when we say that.

WHAT IS STEWARDSHIP?

Stewardship is acknowledging that all we
have and all we are comes from God. It is
rooted in gratitude and blossoms in
generosity. Stewardship is an
acknowledgement of God’s kingship over
us. We are Christian stewards and disciples
of Jesus recognize God as the origin of life,
giver of freedom, and the source of all
things.

We look to the life and teachings of Jesus
for guidance in living as Christian
stewards. Stewardship has the power to
shape and mold our understanding of our
lives and the way in which we live.
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WHAT IS SACRIFICIAL
GIVING?

Sacrificial giving is based on the notion
that the giving of one’s time, talent, and
treasure is central to the Christian life. Our
giving expresses our trust in a God who
will provide for us and in a community that
will use our gifts to build the kingdom.

WHAT IS A DISCIPLE?

A disciple is a follower of our Lord Jesus.
It is through Baptism that we receive the
right and responsibility to be a disciple of
Jesus.  Christian stewards respond in a
particular way to be a disciple of Jesus.
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PAROCHIAL SCHOOL SUBSIDY

Our Lady of Hope Parish has always tried
to support Catholic parents if they chose to send
their children to one of the local Catholic
Elementary Schools. We pay a flat rate of one
thousand ($1,000.00) dollars per student (k-8th)
and in addition we offer scholarships which
parents can apply for to the Education Committee.

1. All parents requesting the parish to pay a
subsidy for their child at a Catholic School must
be registered in the Parish for at least one school
semester before being considered eligible for the
Parish Subsidy.

2. The choice of a Catholic school must be for
the reason of giving the child a Catholic Education
and not just to sent them to a private school.

3. Regular church attendance by the student and
parent(s).

4. Active participation in the life of the parish by
the parent(s) and students. All families that we
subsidize are asked to be active members of the
parish and contribute at least 20 hours of volunteer
work per year. There are many ways to do this, for
example, working at Bingo, the Coffee & Donuts
Ministry on Sunday Mornings, working in the
parish office or other volunteers areas in the parish



5. Stewardship giving according to one’s
means to the offertory and the Building and
Maintenance Fund. (Use of envelope system
mandatory to register your participation).

6. The parent or parents will be interviewed
by the Education Committee at the Subsidy
Meeting which is held once a year and their
eligibility for a subsidy will be reviewed each
year. Subsidies must be applied for yearly.

7. We do not subsidize individual students at
Father Lopez High School, though we provide
financial support to that school. You may apply for
scholarship assistance for your child at Father
Lopez High School. A limited number of
scholarships are awarded once yearly by our
Scholarship Committee.
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
